The 10-race series kicks off on Wednes-

day, April 23rd, with a three-lap race around 

the grounds of the historic park, organised by 

Southampton Running Club. 
For the first time, Stubbington will be 

able to field unlimited numbers of runners – 

12 months ago we were limited to just 30 
Stubbies participating in each race. 

Now the club has been accepted as a full 

member of the league and we will be hosting 
our own race at Manor Farm Country Park in 

Bursledon on Wednesday, July 9th. 

This will be the third year the club has 
taken part in the summer cross country series 

with races held on a Wednesday evening 

around the county.  
If you have not raced before, the RR10 is 

a friendly and informal series which attracts 

runners across a wide range of abilities.  
Distances tend to be between four to five 

miles over woodland and parkland terrain, where no times are taken and it is down to placings.  

For Stubbington, the series has proved increasingly popular for competitive runners looking 
for a sharp, speed session, others looking for a decent midweek run-out, while for many the 

RR10 has provided their first taste of competitive running….and they’ve come back for more!!  

Last summer, Mark won the men’s individual title having narrowly lost out the year before 
to Winchester’s Julian Mann and Susie MacGregor was sixth in the ladies’ individual rankings. 

In the team competition, Stubbington A were fourth in the men’s competition behind winners 

Southampton Running Club and the B team placed 16th.  
For the ladies, Stubbington A were 6th in an event easily won by Winchester & District AC, 

while the B team placed 28th. 

If you have not competed at an RR10 before, then you will be pleasantly surprised. Just 
turn up on the evening wearing a club vest and run. It won’t cost you a penny. It will be great to 

get a good turn-out of Stubbies to the races; best to turn up at least 15 minutes before the event. 

Be warned for the first race at Royal Victoria Country Park, you can get held up by conges-
tion coming off junction 8 of the M27 past the Tesco’s roundabout, so leave plenty of time. 

Finally, Tim Crumpton is leading the organisation for the Stubbington race on July 9th.  

A recce has already taken place around Manor Farm where we are going to need at least 30 
marshals on the evening. So please put this date in your diary to help out. You’re not allowed to 

run in your host RR10 event, so the more marshals we can get the better. 

Tim is organising an evening run around the race route at Manor Farm in May to familiar-
ise everyone with the race route – more details will follow.

THE Cranleigh 21 represents one of the last major pre-marathon hurdles for 

those contemplating a Spring-time jaunt over 26 miles, and for 15 Stubbies 

the Surrey race was a tough old grind in the wet weather. 
The race consisted of one 15-mile loop around the countryside with a finish in Cranleigh, 

and then a second six-mile loop for those runners who wanted the extra distance. 
It was a depressingly wet and cold day for the race along an undulating course of main 

roads, country lanes, footpaths, and even a dodge past Sunday morning shoppers through 

Cranleigh High Street. 
Jon Leigh, Marcus Lee and Nick Kimber ran together for most of the way at strong seven-

and-a-half minute mile pace, before Jon eked out a lead by the finish for 94th place in 2hrs 

38min 58sec, followed by Marcus in 110th in 2:42.05 and Nick, suffering from the effects of his 
altitude training in Benidorm, was 124th in 2:44.09. 

They were closely followed by Keith Carter who ran strongly to finish under three hours in 

2:54.03 and 175th overall, with Glen Street, continuing his preparations ahead of the Paris 
Marathon, placing 279th in 3:06.49, and Nick Lewkowicz just behind in 286th with 3:08.39. 

Annie Tomlinson, Gill Rose and Richard Snell (pictured) had planned to run together, only 

for Annie to lose her Stubbington team-mates early on. However, they finished in close order 
with Annie 359th in 3:19.36, and Gill and Richard clocking 3:20.08 for 364th and 365th. 

       Margie Pritchard, Verity Wright and Sarah White 

were spotted at one stage taking a breather and pow-
dering their noses having seen the race photographer 

in the distance. 

       But despite the pit stop all three Stubbies recorded 
good times with Margie 377th in 3:23.50, while Verity 

and Sarah recorded excellent times of 3:24.16 for 

381st and 382nd. 
       Exactly ten minutes behind them were Liz Hall 

and Dave King who came home in a time of 3:34.16 

for 419th and 420th, as Tracie Jarvis completed the 
Stubbington finishers in 455th with 3:42.04.
